A former water mill on the edge of a tiny hamlet ofa dozen buildings, set beside a small river with f@otbridge leading over
to sheltered pasture and woodland. Dated 1858 bwith 18C origins, the building presents a long faade below an
overhanging roof, which extends to form a generousovered terrace, serving as a delightful outdoor tom' for all seasons.
The accommodation retains an old-fashioned atmosprewith some scope for minor updating. The river ha a broad
pebbled bed and the flow is regulated year round fdrrigation purposes with some fishing from mid-March. 5kms to an
attractive market town. 40kms south of Auch. Touloase Airport 90 minutes.
